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HOW TO USE WASHER

Before washing clothes for the first time, you must run a complete cycle

without clothes. To do these:

1. Connect the power and turn on the tap.

2. Press the button «O», to turn on the machine and choose the program
«Eco 20°C».

3. Press the button “Start/Pause”.

It can remove the water out which left in the tub because of manufacturer’s

WASHING PREPARATION

1. Connect the inlet hose well and turn on the tap.

2. After making sure the power socket is grounded reliably, insert the
power plug into the power socket.

3. Place the drain hose well.

PREPARATION OF CLOTHES

1. Sort the laundry by color and by care label. Most
garments have a textile care label in the collar or side
seam.

PUT CLOTHES INTO THE WASHER
