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BEFORE FIRST USE

Freezing of fresh products / Storage of frozen products

The freezer compartment is suitable for freezing fresh and storing
frozen products, as well as products that require deep freezing for a
long time.

When turning on the appliance for the first time or after a long period of
non-use, before putting the products in the freezer, it is necessary to set
the strong cooling mode and wait at least 2 hours.

Place fresh food for freezing in the lower compartment.

The maximum number of products that can be frozen in 24 hours is
indicated on the appliance plate.

The freezing process lasts 24 hours: during this time period, it is
forbidden to increase the number of frozen products.

It is recommended to freeze only high-quality, fresh and washed
products.

It is recommended to pack products in small portions to ensure their
complete and quick freezing and subsequent thawing of only the
necessary amount.

It is recommended to wrap products in aluminum foil or polyethylene
and ensure the integrity of the packaging.

It is not recommended to place fresh unfrozen foods next to already
frozen ones as this will increase the temperature of the latter.

Lean products are stored longer than fatty ones, salt reduces the storage
time of products.

Frozen ice on products when consumed directly from the freezer
compartment can cause frostbite.

IMPORTANT! In case of accidental defrosting, for example, during

a power outage which is longer than specified in the technical
characteristics the thawed products must be consumed or cooked as
soon as possible after which the ready meals must be frozen.

It is recommended to indicate the type of product on the packaging of
each product to facilitate the search.

It is recommended to indicate the date of freezing on the packaging of
each product to control the storage time.

Make sure that the obtained frozen products have been stored properly
in the store.

Ensure the shortest possible time of transportation of frozen products
from the store to placement in the freezer compartment.
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Do not open the freezer compartment door too often and for a long time.
After defrosting the products spoil quickly and cannot be refrozen.
Exceeding the storage period indicated on the product packaging is
not allowed.

Defrosting of products

Before cooking deep-frozen products must be thawed in the refrigerator
compartment or left to thaw at room temperature depending on the time
available. Small products can be prepared frozen. In this case cooking will
take longer.

Cooling of fresh products / Storage in refrigerator compartment

It is forbidden to store warm products and liquids that evaporate in
the refrigerator compartment.

It is necessary to cover or pack products that have a strong smell.
Wrap chilled products (of all types) in plastic bags and place them on
glass shelves above the vegetable drawer. For safety reasons it is not
recommended to store such products for more than two days.

Cover cooked food, cold food, etc. and place it on any shelf.

Wash fruits and vegetables thoroughly and place them in a special box.
Place butter and cheeses in special vacuum containers or wrap in
aluminum foil or polyethylene film to prevent air from entering.

Milk should be closed and stored on door shelves.

CLEANING

For hygienic reasons regularly wash the inner surface of the
appliance and all its accessories.

Warning! During cleaning the appliance should not
be connected to the electrical network to prevent
the risk of electric shock. Before cleaning turn off the
appliance and remove the plug from the outlet or
turn it off with a circuit breaker or fuse.

Never clean the appliance with a steam cleaner.
Moisture can accumulate in electrical components, risk
of electric shock! Hot vapors can damage plastic parts.

« Important! Essential oils and organic solvents can
damage plastic parts such as lemon juice or orange-
peel juice, fatty acids, detergents containing acetic acid.

The freezer will gradually become covered with frost which
must be removed. Never use sharp metal tools for cleaning,
as this may damage the appliance.

When the ice becomes very thick on the inner chamber, a
complete defrost should be carried out:

1. Disconnect the appliance from the mains

2. Take out all products

3. Keep the door open and place a container for collecting
water under the appliance or regularly wipe off the
melted water.

4. After defrosting thoroughly dry the appliance
completely before connecting it to the mains.

LAMP BULB REPLACEMENT
