The thermopot is a successful combination of an electric kettle and a
thermos: it heats and boils water while maintaining its temperature
in the adjusted range from 40 °C to 95 °C. At the same time, it is

an economical device, since the thermopot consumes 2-3 times

less electricity than a regular kettle. In addition, the capacity of the
thermopot is 2-3 times larger than that of a regular kettle.

The thermopot is a great decision for a large family or for an office: a
regular kettle must be constantly boiled and heated, at the same time
there will always be hot water in the thermopot.

Before activating the device, carefully read the
instruction manual, follow all safety instructions and
recommendations provided in this manual.
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IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Do not plug the thermopot into a power outlet with
parameters that do not correspond to those specified in the
technical specifications (220-240 V~; 50-60 Hz). This may cause
fire or electric shock damage.

The power cord should not hang over the edge of the table,
touch hot or sharp objects, or be bent, twisted, or subjected to
heavy loads. This may damage the power cord.

Do not turn on the thermopot if the power cord is damaged,
as this could lead to a short circuit and fire. Contact a
specialized service center to replace the power cord.

Do not operate the thermopot with a damaged plug. The plug
must be securely inserted into the socket. Make sure there is
no dust on the plug of the power cord. Otherwise, equipment
overheating, fire, short circuit and electric shock may occur.
When connecting the device to the power supply, do not use
adapters.

Do not handle the power cord or power plug with wet hands.
Do not immerse the device, power cord and plug in water

or other liquids. If the device accidentally falls into the

water without touching the water, immediately unplug the
device and contact an authorized service center for further
instructions on using the device.

When disconnecting the device from the power source, do
not pull the power cord; instead, grasp the plug and carefully
unplug it from the outlet.

Do not place the thermopot on an unstable surface orin
places with low thermal resistance, near heat sources or
fire, as this may cause a fire.

Do not open the lid and do not pour water into the inner
pot while boiling, otherwise it may cause burns, electric
shock and fire. Wait for the boiling process to complete and
the thermopot to enter the temperature maintenance state.
When opening the lid, avoid contact with hot steam as this
may cause burns.

If the thermopot is not used for a long time, turn off its
power supply.

Before cleaning the thermopot, disconnect it from the
power supply and let it cool down.

Do not repair the thermopot by yourself and don't
disassemble it.

«  Before the first use, remove the device from the packaging, eliminate
packaging materials and stickers. In case the device has been
transported or stored at low temperatures, it should be kept at room
temperature for at least 2 hours before use.

«  When using the thermopot for the first time, a slight plastic smell
may appear. This is not a failure. The smell disappears in 1-3 days.
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DEVICE OPERATION

Press the button in the center of the device lid to
raise the lid opening knob, then pull up on the lid
opening knob and lift the lid.

Pour cold water from a pitcher, kettle or other container.
Lower the lid and press lid opening knob until it clicks.

« Do not fill the thermopot with water directly from the tap, as
accidental overflow or splashing may cause a short circuit, electric
shock and equipment failure.

« Do not fill the thermopot with water above the maximum level mark
(“FULL") inside the container, as boiling water overflow can cause

burns.

« Make sure that water does not come into contact with the
equipment panel, as this could cause a short circuit, electric shock
and equipment failure.

Plugging in

Insert the power cord to a corresponding socket
at the thermopot's body and then connect the
power cord to a power outlet.

The Boiling indicator lights up and the water
begins to heat up automatically.

« Before turning on, make sure that the socket and plug of the power
cord are dry, clean and not in contact with any foreign metal objects.
+ Do not move the thermopot or open the lid while boiling.
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« Do not cover the steam opening with napkins, towels or any other
foreign objects.

« Avoid contact with steam coming out of the steam opening on the
lid.

« Do not press the water supply button while boiling.

Standby mode
The full display will turn on and then off after plugging in. After this the
display will show «----» and the «Unlock» button be flashing.

Unlock mode

Press the «Unlock» button to enter the device to the Standby mode. The
display will show the default water temperature settings (in the left part
of display) and real-time water temperature (in the right part of display);
indicators and functions buttons will be steady on. If the buttons be not
pressed within 15 seconds then the backlights of functions buttons will
turn off, leaving only the «Unlock» button blinking slowly. In this state all
buttons except the «Unlock» cannot be used. Hold down the «Unlock»
button for 3 seconds to turn on the device into standby mode.

Temperature settings

The device automatically heats the water to the selected temperature
and then turn on the Keep warm mode. The range of temperature for the
Keep warm mode can be selected as: CO, 40 °C, 45 °C, 50 °C, 55 °C, 60 °C,
65 °C,70°C,75°C, 80 °C, 85 °C, 90 °C, 95 °C, 100 °C; 14 temperature states
total (where «CO» is the self-cooling temperature state).

Press «Temperature settings» button several times to choose the desired
temperature state.

For example: if you select a water heating temperature of 65 °C, then
the value «65 °C» will be shown in the left side of the display, which

will flash 3 times, switching to the selected water heating mode up

to a temperature of 65 °C. The right part of the display will show the
current water temperature, which will change as it heats up. As soon

as the water heats up to 65 °C, the heating process will be stopped and
the device will go into the mode of maintaining the temperature at the
selected state (65 °C).
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Tip: If you use unboiled tap water, after setting the desired water heating
temperature, you can press the «Re-boil» button to heat the water

to 100 °C, which will then automatically cool down naturally to the
corresponding temperature.

Re-boiling function

The function is intended to quickly heat up the boiling before water.
Press the «Re-boil» button to heat the water to temperature 100 °C. The
device will enter the selected temperature state to keep warm after
boiling. If you need to cancel the heating in the process of re-boiling
then press the «Re-boil» button to stop heating and enter the Keep
warm mode.

Water dispensing

There are two ways of pouring the water from the thermopot:

1. 5 seconds water dispensing: press and hold the «Unlock» button
first until the function buttons will light up to indicate that the device
has been unlocked and then click the «Dispense» button. The device will
pour the water for 5 seconds with a countdown in the left part of display.
A total water output will be between 200-250 ml. If you want to stop
water during the dispensing process then press the «Dispense « button
again to stop water.

2. Continuous water dispensing: press and hold the «<Unlock» button
first until the function buttons will light up to indicate that the device has
been unlocked. Then press and hold the «Dispense» button to get water
pour out, the water dispense will stop when you release the button.

ECO mode (using the light sensor)

Press and hold the «Unlock» button first until the function buttons will
light up to indicate that the device has been unlocked. Then press the
«ECO» button; the ECO indicator in the right part of display will light

up. When the light sensor detects that the ambient light is weak (in

the dark part of the day), the «<ECO» indicator will start to flash slowly
and the device will automatically set the water heating temperature

to 45 °C to achieve the energy saving effect. When the ambient light is
sufficient (in the daylight or when using light sources), the <kECO» mode
will automatically turn off and the device will return to the pre-set water
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heating temperature mode.

To exit ECO mode and enter standby mode, press the ECO button again
after unlocking the device.

Note: if no operations are performed in this mode for 48 hours, the
device will automatically enter standby mode.

Overheating protection

If the thermopot is turned on without water in the inner pot, the safety
thermostat will automatically turn off the thermopot. In this case, it is
necessary to turn off the power supply (remove the plug from the power
socket), let the device cool down to room temperature, refill the inner
container with water and then reconnect the thermopot to a power
supply. Make sure the water level in the thermopot does not drop below
the minimum level on the scale.

DISPLAY S INDICATORS DESCRIPTION

«Boiling» indicator

1. Steady on. Indicates that the heating to the set temperature state is
proceeded and will automatically jump to the Keep warm mode after
reaching the selected temperature state.

2. Flashing. Indicates that the device is in a state of boiling and it will
automatically jump to the Keep warm mode with previously selected
temperature after reaching 100 °C.

3. Off. Indicates that there is no heating process.

«Keep Warm» indicator

1. Steady on. Indicates that the device is in the Keep warm mode.

2. Off. Indicates that the device is not in the Keep warm mode (the water
is heating).

«ECO» indicator

1. Steady on. Indicates that the ECO mode is enabled, but the ambient
light conditions do not allow the ECO mode to be enabled, so this
function is in a waiting state.

2. Flashing. The ECO mode is being enabled and is working.

3. Off. Indicates that the ECO mode is not in the working state.
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CLEANING AND CARE

1. Turn off the power supply (remove the plug
from the power socket).

2.Remove the lid.

3. Hold the body of the device with both hands,

tilt it and pour the water from the tank into a

sink or a suitable container. Be careful not to

lose mesh water filter installed on the bottom of inner pot.

Do not touch the socket and plug of the power cord with
wet hands, as this may cause electric shock.

Make sure that water does not reach the control panel,
carrying handle, socket on the base, power cord and plug.
Splashing boiling water can cause the thermopot’s failure.
It is recommended to pour out the water from the
container at least once a day to prevent corrosion,

unpleasant odors and scale.

Thermopot cleaning

Before cleaning, make sure to turn off the thermopot from
the power supply, allow the thermopot to cool down to
room temperature, remove the lid and pour out the water.
Do not use abrasive materials, sharp objects, aggressive
chlorine-based cleaning agents, gasoline, acids, alkalis or
solvents for cleaning the thermopot.

Do not immerse the thermopot in water or any other liquid,
don’t wash it under a direct stream of water or wash it in a
dishwasher.

Make sure that water or any other liquid does not reach
the control panel, socket and plug of the power cord or the

power socket on the device’s base.

Cleaning the inside of the lid: wipe with a clean damp sponge.
Cleaning the body: wipe with a dry clean towel.
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Descaling

Over time, scale may form on the inner walls of the water tank.
While this is harmless to health, it can lead to discoloration of
the tank, flakes in boiled water and disruption of the thermo
pot’s normal operation. Therefore, it is recommended to
descale the thermopot regularly (at least once a year) using
the following method:

1. Fill the water tank with cold drinking water up to the
maximum level. Add 50 grams of citric acid into the water.

2. Boil the solution, let it sit for 30 minutes, and boil again.

3. Drain the solution and rinse the water tank thoroughly with
clean water at least 3 times.

Storage

If the thermopot is not used for an extended period, it is
necessary to turn off the power supply, drain the water,
thoroughly clean the thermo pot, dry it and placeitin a
polyethylene bag to protect it from dust, dirt and insects.
